paper.

-For Applicants who have completed or are expected to complete a master's program by
September 2024 and wish to enroll in October 2024, the oral examination will be combined with
the secondary examination. Please send an electronic (or scanned) version of your master's
thesis or an alternative research achievement to the faculty member in charge of admissions

(nyushi@tmi.t.u-tokyo.ac.jp) by e-mail at least two days before the date of the oral examination.

Applicants must discuss their research plan with the faculty member with whom they wish to

supervise before applying for the doctoral program.
